Service Officer NotesThere have been some recent changes to procedures regarding veterans with
compensation ratings as Individual Unemployability (1U). The VA will autically issue an annual letter
(VA Form 21-4140-1-- Employment Questionnaire) to all veterans rating 100%hiJpdrpose of the letter
is to annually remind the veteran of his/her responsibility to immediatelfy M#iif he or she returns to
work. These questionnaires will be issued to this same category of veterapefimdaof 19 years or until
the veteran reaches 69, which ever comes first. The VA will dispense ttiesetteveterans and wait for a
timely reply. Failure to reply by a veteran within 60 days MAY RESULT in theraa losing his rating as
“IU” and result in a loss of compensation. Exceptions to these proceduresrdezl goa (1) Veterans age 69
or older, (2) If the veteran has been totally disabled for 20 continuous years, or ()effetan is assigned a
100% scheduler rating. The VA reserves the right to contact the veterané mployers to determine the
reason, from the employer’s point of view, why the veteran is unable to work. If grangtuinemployability
is related to an illness or injury that the VA has rated as service connbetedi¢ran will retain his “1U”
rating. However, if the veteran’s absence from work is due to a non-service eshiieess or injury, the
veteran MAY loose his “IU” rating and suffer a loss of disability compenisali is recommended that the
veteran, when responding to the VA with the VA Form 21-4140-1, route your response througtvwmate
(for example Arizona Department of Veterans Services, American LegibttariMOrder of the Purple Heart,
VFW, etc.). (Reference is made to change 133 to M21-1 Procedures Manual, Bhaapiiér 5, paragraph
